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Proposal Form for New MS to MBA Pathway
RIT Policy D02.0, Section XII (Overlapping Credit for Second Degree) provides the following guidance for applying credits from a previous RIT master’s degree to a second RIT master’s degree:
· RIT credits from a previous master’s degree can be applied toward satisfying a maximum of 1/3 of the credit requirements of the second master’s degree.
· The RIT Business Administration MBA program has 48 credits, so maximum of 16 credit hours from the MS could later be applied to the MBA
The MBA program is STEM-designated and 9 credits of STEM electives are required to support this designation; therefore 9 STEM credits from the MS program will go towards the STEM elective requirement in the MBA.
