Description:
A minor at RIT is a related set of academic courses consisting of no fewer than 15 semester credit hours leading to a formal designation on a student's baccalaureate transcript.

The Dance minor provides students with an overview of dance by exploring its contemporary applications through experiential and academic methods. Students will have the opportunity to actively experience, analyze, and participate in dance as an art form, exploration of movement, and as a means of creative and personal expression. The minor requires students to take a course focusing on World Dance & Culture to provide cultural perspectives, and examine dance traditions and movement through historical, critical, artistic, and socio-cultural contexts.

Additional Information: Students must complete a minimum of 15 credits of coursework: one course from PRFN 240-250; PRFN 340 World Dance & Culture; one course from PRFN 341-350; and any 6 credits of coursework from PRFN 240-250, PRFN 341-350, and dance-related offerings of PRFN 218 and PRFN 219.

Notes: 
1. PRFN-218, if offered with a dance focus, will count towards the minor. It is a variable credit course that may be offered for fewer than 3 credits and can be repeated for credit. If students elect to take PRFN-218 for fewer than 3 credits, they will need to take an additional course from the approved list to reach the 15-credit minimum.
2. The course topic or experience must have a dance focus.
